6. In order to attract qualified personnel to the field of teaching foreign languages ​​and increase the potential of specialists in the field:
In the 2021/2022 academic year, the parameters of admission to higher education institutions specializing in teaching foreign languages ​​should be doubled, and the admission rates based on the state grant should be tripled;
Starting from the 2022/2023 academic year, the practice of determining the level of knowledge of graduates of higher educational institutions specializing in teaching foreign languages, as well as passing state certification exams at the expense of these educational institutions, through national or other equivalent leading international assessment systems let it go;
[bookmark: _GoBack]Starting from the 2022/2023 academic year, the procedure for the participation of persons with a national or international certificate of the corresponding level in competitions for master's degrees and post-higher education specialties of higher education institutions should be introduced. In this case, it should be assumed that at least a C1 level national or equivalent international certificate is required for philological fields, and a B2 level national or equivalent international certificate for non-philological fields.
