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OF THE PRESIDENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN
THE DECISION
ON THE ORGANIZATION OF ADMISSION PROCESSES TO STATE HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS
order to implement the tasks defined in the state program on the implementation of the development strategy of New Uzbekistan for 2022-2026, approved by the Decree of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PF-60 dated January 28, 2022 :
1. Let such a procedure be introduced, according to which:
a) from the 2022/2023 academic year:
in state higher education institutions, based on their capabilities, a form of distance education will be introduced in the fields of undergraduate education;
approved by the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education in agreement with the Ministry of Finance based on the proposal of the ministries and agencies that are these educational institutions under the jurisdiction of the parameters of the state order for admission to secondary special and professional educational institutions;
admission to the master's program of public higher education institutions is carried out on the basis of the average score of the applicant's bachelor's degree and the score of the relevant national or international certificate on the level of knowledge of a foreign language, strictly observing the sequence of scores, and no additional examination is conducted;
b) admission to the magistracy of state higher education institutions is organized twice a year - in August and January. In this:
admission in August - in accordance with the admission parameters for the next academic year approved by the state grant and payment-contract basis and approved by the supervisory boards of higher education institutions granted financial independence;
admission in January is carried out in accordance with the admission parameters based on the results of the initial admission and additional payment-contract approved by the State Commission;
v) the fee-contract amount of the applicants admitted to the master's degree of the state higher education institutions based on the additional admission parameters is determined independently by the higher education institution based on the real costs per student;
g) the amount of differentiated payment-contract is determined independently by higher education institutions in an amount not less than the amount determined by the State Commission;
d) in accordance with the legislation, persons who have the privilege of entering higher education institutions without exams on the basis of a state grant are admitted to study on the basis of an additional state grant in addition to the general admission parameters;
e) state higher education institutions are given the right to determine the cost of training a foreign citizen on a fee-contract basis in an amount not less than the basic fee-contract amount set for citizens of the Republic of Uzbekistan for the relevant educational field and specialty, in agreement with the ministries and agencies under their authority. In this case, the foreigner is admitted to study according to the result of the interview conducted by the higher education institution;
j) from the academic year 2023/2024:
parameters of the state order for admission to public higher education institutions are approved only on the basis of a state grant;
Admission parameters for public higher education institutions (with the exception of higher education institutions granted financial independence) are approved by the relevant ministry (department) in agreement with the Ministry of Economic Development and Poverty Alleviation, the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education, and every year 20 will be published on the official website of the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education by June;
the set of examination subjects corresponding to the bachelor's degrees of higher education institutions is approved by the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education and announced at least 6 months before the beginning of the examination tests.
2. Starting from the 2022/2023 academic year, 1,000 places for personnel training should be allocated in foreign higher education organizations and their branches and non-state higher education organizations operating in the republic (hereinafter - foreign and non-state higher education organizations operating in the republic) on the basis of a state grant.
Let it be noted that:
The Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education is the state customer for personnel training in foreign and non-governmental higher education organizations operating in the republic on the basis of a state grant;
every year by July 1, the distribution of this state grant by higher education organizations and undergraduate education is approved by the State Commission based on the proposals of the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education, the State Inspectorate for Quality Control of Education and is published on the official website of the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education;
tripartite agreement between the student who scored the highest score and expressed a desire to receive a state grant within one month after the end of the entrance exams to foreign and non-state higher education organizations operating in the republic , the relevant higher education organization and the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education is made. In this case, the duration of the student's performance obligation is determined by the state customer, taking into account the nature of the educational field.
3. In order to increase the participation of women and girls in the state and society by increasing the coverage of higher education, and in order to further accelerate the reforms implemented to ensure gender equality, such a system should be introduced, according to which:
a) From the 2022/2023 academic year, an additional 2,000 state grants will be allocated to the admission parameters based on the generally established state grant for full-time undergraduate education for women who have received a recommendation letter from the state committee for girls and their spouses. In this:
At least 50 percent of the admission parameters allocated on the basis of the state grant for girls with a letter of recommendation are distributed between exact and natural sciences, technical and medical fields ;
Every year by July 20, the distribution of state grant places for women who have a letter of recommendation in higher education institutions and undergraduate education is approved by the State Commission based on the proposals of the State Committee for Family and Women, the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education, and Higher and Secondary Special Education published on the official website of the Ministry of Education;
b) the following shall be paid from the state budget funds:
2022/2023 academic year of the spouses of n-girls who are admitted to the master's degree program of state higher education institutions and are studying on a fee-contract basis ;
Starting from the academic year 2022/2023, the amount of the fee-contract of wives and daughters who were accepted as students on the basis of the basic fee-contract within the admission parameters allocated to the master's degree of state higher education institutions.
The Cabinet of Ministers should approve within two months the procedures for accepting women to bachelor's degrees based on the recommendation of the State Committee for Family and Women and covering the payment-contract amount of women admitted to the master's level of state higher education institutions on the basis of a fee-contract at the expense of the State budget.
4. The state commission for coordination of admission processes to state higher education institutions (according to the text - State Commission) should be established and its composition should be approved in accordance with Annex 1 .
The State Commission should be given the following powers:
if necessary, based on the material and technical base of higher educational institutions, the composition of professors and educational and methodological support, changes and additions to the parameters of the state order to introduce new bachelor's education areas and master's specialties and to define the admission parameters of new state higher educational institutions to be established input;
setting the target admission parameters for bachelor's and master's degrees of state higher education institutions by branches and regions, as well as approving the distribution of state order parameters by languages of education;
Based on the proposals of the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education and the ministries and agencies that have higher education institutions in their system, based on the basic fee-contract value of the higher education institutions (with the exception of the higher education institutions granted financial independence), the basic fee-contract value for the bachelor's education courses, the single indicators of the minimum amount of the differentiated fee-contract designation.
5. The following procedure for the formation of a state order for the training of highly educated personnel should be introduced:
The Ministry of Economic Development and Poverty Alleviation, the Ministry of Employment and Labor Relations constantly studies the demand for highly educated personnel in the areas of state bodies, real branches and sectors of the economy, specialties and specific professions within the territory of the republic and formulates a forecast for the next four years;
Every year by April 1st, the Ministry of Economic Development and Poverty Alleviation, together with the relevant ministries and agencies, formulates the project parameters of the state order based on the state grant in the field of education and specializations of each state higher education institution and submits it to the State Commission for review;
Every year by May 1, the State Commission formulates the parameters of the state order based on the state grant for admission to bachelor's and master's degrees of state higher education institutions and submits them to the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan for approval.
6. Online registration of applicants in the process of admission to state higher education institutions . Every year from June 20 to July 20 (also on July 20), a professional (creative) foreign language exam is held through the Unified Interactive State Services Portal and the official website of the State Test Center. and for undergraduate education, it will be done until July 10 (also on July 10).
In this case, applicants should:
the right to choose up to five undergraduate educational fields with the same set of subjects and the same sequence of tests and all forms of education at the same time ;
Depending on the priority of the bachelor's education courses selected during the registration process, the opportunity to participate in the competition will be given first on the basis of a state grant, and then on a fee-contract basis .
7. The following procedure for transferring students' studies to state higher education institutions should be introduced:
a) when transferring from higher education organizations operating in foreign countries (including those occupying one of the first 1,000 places in internationally recognized rankings) to suitable and similar educational areas of state higher education institutions:
proffessional(creative) exams for educational areas requiring special talent from the student, tests for other educational areas are held. In this case, professional (creative) exams are conducted by the relevant higher education institution, tests are conducted by the State Test Center;
passing scores for tests and professional (creative) exams are determined annually by July 15 by the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education and the ministries and agencies that have higher education institutions in their system and are published on the official website of the State Test Center;
students who scored below the passing score are admitted to study on the basis of a differentiated fee-contract according to the procedure for admission to the bachelor's degree;
the results of tests and professional (creative) examinations are published on the official websites of the State Test Center and the relevant higher education institution;
b) it is not allowed to transfer from higher education organizations operating in foreign countries to suitable and non-similar educational areas of state higher education institutions;
c) transfer of students from one state higher education institution to another is allowed only in the following cases:
when a student applies to transfer his studies to a higher education institution in the area where his spouse permanently lives in connection with starting a family;
when employees of state bodies apply for transfer of education of their spouse or minor child in case of change of workplace, based on the recommendation of the head of the relevant ministry (department);
g) students from foreign and non-state higher education organizations operating in the republic:
transfer to suitable and similar educational areas of state higher education institutions in accordance with the procedure provided for in sub-paragraph "a" of this paragraph;
transfer to the corresponding and non-similar educational fields of state higher education institutions is carried out in accordance with the established procedure, on the basis of a one-time payment equal to the minimum amount of the differentiated fee-contract established for the relevant undergraduate educational field;
d) permission to transfer the studies of students who have been admitted to higher education institutions on the basis of a state grant as winners of sports competitions and who are studying in the form of full-time education, according to their applications, to a suitable and similar educational direction in the form of part-time education (if there is a form of part-time education) on the basis of a state grant is given.
8. The Chairman of the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Karakalpakstan, governors of regions and cities of Tashkent should be appointed personally responsible for the organization of entrance tests to state higher education institutions at a high level, fully complying with security requirements.
9. Let it be noted that:
the costs of education of persons admitted to bachelor's and master's degrees on the basis of a grant within the parameters of the state order to state higher education institutions are financed from the State budget;
According to the order of the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education, the state grant allocated for the training of personnel in foreign and non-state higher education organizations operating in the republic will be additionally financed by the Ministry of Finance in 2022, and will be provided for in the parameters of the State budget starting from 2023.
10. Some decisions of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the Government of the Republic of Uzbekistan shall be amended and supplemented in accordance with Annex 2.
11. Certain decisions of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan shall be deemed to have lost their force in accordance with Appendix 3 .
12. Minister of Higher and Secondary Special Education A.Kh. Tashkulov and Director of the State Test Center M.M. Let Karimov be marked.
The Prime Minister of the Republic of Uzbekistan A.N. supervises the execution of this decision. Aripov and adviser to the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan A.A. Let Abduvakhitov be responsible.
