[bookmark: _GoBack]ON MEASURES TO FURTHER IMPROVE THE ACTIVITY OF THE MASTER'S DEGREE IN THE HIGHER EDUCATION SYSTEM OF THE REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN AND INCREASE ITS EFFICIENCY
In accordance with the requirements of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Education" and the National Program of Personnel Training, the normative legal framework of the master's degree was developed as the second stage of the higher education system in the republic, the foundations of the organization of the educational process were defined, and A new generation of educational-methodical complex, information supply was introduced, scientific-pedagogical personnel structure was formed.
Normative-methodical documents that ensure the continuity and consistency of the educational process, stages of higher education were developed and approved.
In order to develop the integration of education, science and production, qualification practices and the activities of State certification commissions were organized in production bases, scientific laboratories, organizations and research institutes of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan with modern techniques and technologies.
In order to increase the interests of masters and to support their scientific activities, scientific conferences are regularly held, foreign languages are taught to them, and modern information and pedagogical technologies are involved in the educational process.
During the past two academic years, the curricula of subjects studied at the master's degree were redeveloped and updated.
More than 20 new master's specialties have been opened in higher education institutions.
At the same time, today there are problems related to the organization of master's activities, as well as the provision of personnel and information resource bases.
For example, the majority of personnel users (employers) do not have a complete and correct idea of the qualification requirements for graduates of the master's degree. There are cases of not using graduate students for their intended purpose.
Modern technical means of teaching do not meet today's requirements, there is a lack of scientific and special literature, new achievements of science and technology are not quickly introduced into the educational process, effective integration of education, science and production is not fully implemented. Customers do not have a practical share in the process of training masters.
Effective methods of material and moral support of highly qualified professor-teachers, who make a certain contribution to improving the quality of master's education, are not fully used.
In accordance with the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan "On Education" and the national program of personnel training, to fundamentally improve the organization of master's activities and increase its efficiency, to strengthen the quality and competitiveness of personnel training for the sectors of our country's economy, to provide high qualification and education In order to ensure the formation of spiritual and moral qualities, as well as the normative-legal and scientific-methodical process of education at the master's level, the Cabinet of Ministers decides on the implementation of the decision of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. PQ-645 dated May 30, 2007 :
2. It should be noted that the most qualified teachers and scientists with the scientific degrees of doctor of science and candidate of science, professor and associate professor scientific degrees, as well as the modernization of the state and society, the development of the market economy, the informatization of production practicing specialists with work experience in these conditions are involved.
3. The Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan, ministries and departments with higher education institutions, "Talent" fund for one month:
that teachers and young scientists gain experience in leading universities and scientific centers of our country and abroad (one of their results is to improve the quality of teaching at the master's degree), to publish textbooks and study guides for master's programs together with foreign experts;
the necessary conditions for master's degree graduates sent to the higher educational institutions of the republic for pedagogical work to improve their qualifications at universities and advanced technological scientific centers, as well as the development of educational and methodological materials for master's degree subjects and the educational process develop and approve prospective programs of practical measures to ensure the introduction of modern scientific achievements.

4. The State Inspectorate for Quality Control of Education under the Cabinet of Ministers together with the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan and other ministries and agencies with higher education institutions:
(The first paragraph of paragraph 4 is edited by the decision of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan No. 821 of September 30, 2019 - National database of legal documents, September 30, 2019, No. 09/19/821/3833)
to monitor the quality of retraining and upgrading of pedagogues engaged in master's training, as well as to evaluate their level of qualification;
organize a study of the quality of education and training of masters and ensure its quality control;
to review the list of master's degree specialists in higher education institutions and submit proposals based on the parameters of master's degree admission to the state commission for admission to educational institutions of the Republic of Uzbekistan in the prescribed manner by March 1 let him enter
5. From January 1, 2008 of the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the salary fund and administrative and management staff at the higher educational institutions of the republic at the expense of the extra-budgetary funds of the higher educational institutions to approve the proposal to establish magistracy departments in accordance with Appendix 2 within the number of
Master's departments, together with departments and deaneries, should be entrusted with the following:
to support the organization and maintenance of the educational process for the preparation of masters, to control the quality of education and training in them;
to ensure the implementation of educational and research works;
coordination and control of the activities of all departments of higher education institutions on the preparation of masters;
regular monitoring of the training of masters and their employment, regular analysis of the issues of master's training and preparation of reports on them.
6. Ministries, agencies and other organizations that are the main users of personnel should actively participate in the process of training masters and ensure the effective use of their work, participation of master students in practical training, involvement of experienced specialists in guiding master's training, dissertations on real tasks to prepare, create the necessary conditions for using the production potential to organize their educational and professional activities.
7. Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan:
Together with the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan, real integration of the master's education process with fundamental and applied sciences, training of the leading scientists of the Academy of Sciences and its material and technical base for master's students and the implementation of scientific and research work by them, bringing their results into practice to develop the Action Program and start implementing it starting from 2008;
make changes and additions to the Regulations on Magistracy in accordance with the requirements of this decision within one month.
8. Control of the implementation of this decision is under the supervision of the Deputy Prime Minister of the Republic of Uzbekistan R.S. Let Kasimov be responsible.
