DECISION
OF THE PRESIDENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN
[bookmark: _GoBack]ON THE NEW MODEL OF ORGANIZING THE HEALTH CARE SYSTEM AND MEASURES FOR IMPLEMENTATION OF STATE MEDICAL INSURANCE MECHANISMS IN SIRDARYA PROVINCE
Production of the quality, efficiency and mass of medical care to the population, expansion of the scope of primary medical and sanitary care, providing health invasive-invasive medical care, improving health, providing modern assistance in the market of medical services
1. To allow the use of a new model and mechanisms of medical care based on the recommendations of health care in Sirdar region (hereinafter - pilot project (hereinafter).
2. Let it be noted that within the pilot project:
in primary medical and sanitary care institutions, groups consisting of family doctors, secondary medical workers, production assistants of pediatric departments, patronage nurses and midwives are formed;
at the level of one medical institution, a package of free medical services and medicines covered by the state health system (hereinafter referred to as a secured package) is produced;
the health care package is provided to primary health care assistants and hospitals in Uzbekistan to persons without personal assistance, foreign assistance and assistance permanently living in the local area. In this case, the family doctor is directed to the surgical medical services of each type of clinic, medical care according to the protocols, and, if necessary, to district, regional, and republican level hospitals. Those sent to hospitals in the Republic will be assisted by the regional health department. In this unregulated situation, the medical services recommended in the re-packaged package are treated on a fee-for-service basis;
follow up on rehabilitation activities related to the health of the recovery, connect them with medical institutions, keep a history of diseases, route for drugs and recovery of resed medical aids in the equipped package;
the development of the most effective performance indicators (KPI) of the medical staff of the primary health care facility and the launch of additional forces to achieve results in the monitoring of their achievement;
mechanisms of public medical assistance, which focus on financing the provision of quality and complete medical care to all levels of care for the sick package, will be covered step by step.
3. How many pilot projects on February 1, 2021, together with the health sector (A.M. Hadjibaev), finance (T.A. Ishmetov), economic development and poverty reduction (I.I. Norkulov):
the amount of medical services and medicines to be taken in a cleaned package;
Primary health care assistants should also support the promotion process in the criteria for evaluating the management of health care workers.
4. A medical prevention and patronage system will be established as part of the pilot project, which provides for the following:
access to risk groups based on existing safety risk factors;
to provide medical examinations and periodic health monitoring of those belonging to medium and high risk groups in designated storage facilities;
constant observation of patients who belong to the risk group and cannot come to the medical institution in good health and provide medical services when they go home;
Instead of preventive examinations, support the product of specific diseases, based directly on the area itself;
optimization of patronage reviews, elimination of new targeted patronage system.
Maintaining health (A.Sh. Inoyatov):
In one month, based on the recommendations of the World Health Organization, organize new medical prevention and patronage system change control installation courses aimed at primary medical and sanitary care and treatment methods medical workers of Syrdarya;
the manufacturer of products developing for the use of other regions of the republic, which is taken into account in the network paragraph that wants to complete the pilot project.
5. The State Medical Insurance Fund (hereinafter referred to as the Fund) shall be established from December 1, 2020.
The volume of financing of expenses related to the maintenance of the fund should be set at the amount of 2 percent of the funds allocated for the purchase of guaranteed medical services from the state budget. In this case, the budget funds allocated for the purchase of medical services are transferred to the personal treasury account of the Fund's extra-budgetary funds, and at the end of the reporting period, the balance of the funds is left at the disposal of the Fund.
The following should be defined as the main tasks of the Fund:
introduction and management of the state medical insurance system and ensuring interdepartmental cooperation in the implementation of a unified state policy in this field;
introduction of a system of strategic purchase of medical services in order to provide all strata of the population with quality and necessary medical care within the guaranteed package;
collection and management of funds allocated from the State budget for the purpose of financing the guaranteed package within the framework of the pilot project, organizing their targeted and effective spending;
according to the results of the pilot project, to implement the necessary measures for the gradual introduction of the state medical insurance system in other regions of the republic.
6. Establish such a procedure that, in accordance with it, as part of the pilot project, starting from July 1, 2021:
Funds from the State budget for financing organizations of the health care system of the Syrdarya region (with the exception of funds allocated for capital investments, science and scientific research, vaccination and other targeted programs) are gradually transferred to separate personal treasury accounts of the Fund in one line of expenditure classification;
The Foundation finances their activities by concluding contracts with medical organizations. In this case, not less than 10 percent of the funds allocated to district (city) and regional hospitals are determined based on the number of treated cases and the volume of work performed;
non-governmental medical organizations may also be involved in providing medical services based on a guaranteed package;
the effectiveness and efficiency of allocated budget funds is continuously monitored by the Fund;
determination of the guaranteed package, assessment of the quality of the provided medical care, and monitoring and control of its compliance with approved standards are carried out by the Ministry of Health.
7. The following:
The concept of introduction of the state medical insurance system in Syrdarya region as an experiment is in accordance with Appendix 1;
"road map" on the implementation of the concept of introduction of the state medical insurance system on a trial basis in Syrdarya region according to Annex 2;
Provisional Regulation on the State Medical Insurance Fund in accordance with Annex 3;

The composition of the Supervisory Board of the State Medical Insurance Fund (hereinafter referred to as the Supervisory Board) should be approved in accordance with Appendix 5.
8. The supervisory board (L.N. Tuychiev, A.Sh. Inoyatov) should ensure the following:
a) By the end of 2020:
Filling the staff of the Fund with highly qualified specialists in medicine, economy, finance, information and communication technologies and other fields necessary for the implementation of the tasks assigned to the Fund;
creation of an electronic database by checking the employees of medical institutions, their existing medical equipment and medical supplies, and information technology equipment;
organization of health care system for employees of the Ministry of Health, Foundation, Syrdarya region health department and medical institutions, introduction of state medical insurance and training courses for newly introduced medical areas, involving international experts;
b) until May 1, 2021:
form an electronic database on their health and morbidity indicators by examining residents attached to medical institutions;

the mechanism for making payments for the guaranteed package through results-based financing methods (funding per capita, treated condition, results of work performed, etc.) and approving the procedure for financing funds from the State budget to the Fund. In doing so, it is envisaged that the per capita funding volume of each primary medical and sanitary care facility will be determined on the basis of the approved base rates;
creation of the necessary material and technical base for providing medical care to the population based on a guaranteed package in medical institutions;
c) until July 1, 2021:
creation and full operation of information systems and databases of "electronic polyclinic" and state medical insurance;
conclusion of relevant contracts with medical organizations operating in the state medical insurance system.

The Supervisory Board shall be given the following rights in the performance of its assigned tasks:
The structural structure of the Fund, the number of staff units, the determination of the terms of financial incentives for employees and the involvement of specialists on the basis of the contract within the funds allocated for the maintenance of the Fund;
receiving the necessary financial, statistical and other information directly from state bodies and organizations;
attract necessary specialists from interested ministries and agencies;
Implementation of structural changes in the healthcare system of the Syrdarya region, changes to the regulations and requirements for state medical institutions and their employees, including the introduction of new specialties, changing the profile of medical institutions;
International clinical protocols approved by the World Health Organization, prescribing medical methods for diagnosing and treating diseases and conditions.
9. The Ministry of Health (A.Sh. Inoyatov) and the Syrdarya Regional Government (G'.G'. Mirzaev) studied the activities of medical institutions at the regional level for two months, and on the basis of them, the Ministers submitted the following draft of the Government's decision on the establishment of a "medical cluster" Enter the court:
reduction of inefficiently operating links, realignment and optimization of management costs;
Involving the private sector to establish a medical higher education institution on the basis of Gulistan Medical College.
10. Ministry of Finance (T.A. Ishmetov):
Allocate the necessary funds according to the calculations of the Ministry of Health for digitalization of medical service processes of medical institutions in Syrdarya region, creation of a single electronic platform that allows monitoring the health of the population;
within the pilot project, 100 percent of the financial incentives and development fund of medical-sanitary aid institutions should be directed to encourage them based on the criteria for evaluating the activities of medical workers of primary medical-sanitary aid institutions;
in order to provide family doctors with the necessary medical supplies and drugs for outpatient treatment within the framework of the pilot project, allocate additional funds in the amount of not less than 5% of the funds allocated to the health sector of Syrdarya region. In this case, these funds should be financed from the funds allocated for the centralized activities of the Ministry of Health;
Allocate the necessary funds for the organization of the fund's activities according to justified calculations within the limited amount of funds provided for the health sector in the parameters of the State budget in 2020 and provide for it in the budget parameters for the relevant year every year starting from 2021;
Allow the fund to purchase and maintain 4 service vehicles, including 3 personally assigned passenger cars and 1 duty minibus.
11. The Cabinet of Ministers should ensure that a building is allocated in the cities of Tashkent and Gulistan until it touches the Fund within a month.
12. Ministry of Information Technologies and Communications Development (Sh.M. Sadikov):
connection of medical institutions of Syrdarya region to the Internet through optical fiber communication lines with high throughput;
Provide the Foundation with the necessary means of communication, including government communication, in a prescribed manner.
13. The Ministry of Health (A.M. Khadjibaev) together with the relevant ministries and agencies should submit proposals to the Cabinet of Ministers on the changes and additions to the legal documents arising from this decision within two months.
14. The action plan for the effective organization of the implementation of individual clauses of this decision should be approved in accordance with Annex 6.
15. The Minister of Health A.M. is responsible and personally liable for the effective implementation of this decision. Khadjibaev, First Deputy Minister of Health A.Sh. Inoyatov and Governor of Sirdarya Region G'.G'. Mark Mirzaev.
Quarterly discussion of the implementation of the decision, coordination and control of the activities of the agencies responsible for the implementation, Prime Minister of the Republic of Uzbekistan A.N. Aripov and First Deputy Advisor to the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan Let L.N. Tuychiev be responsible.
